Minutes - Motion Marten/Klassy to approve the minutes from 4/7/25 with date correction and Klassy absent.  Carried.

Ronald Draxler property Mfld Street – Received the certified letter on 4/16. Letter stated that the Draxlers have 60 days to ask for an extension or demolish the residence. This will be on the next agenda to monitor.
Service Motors invoice – Board wishes not to pay the bill as it was incurred due to their mistake. Weiler will call and let them know. Motion Stoflet/Marten to not pay any of the bill.

Police officer - Gonzalez monitored the park, schools and cemetery. He sent Gogov notifications, ran traffic on North Road, removed 21 illegal dumped tires.
Park Association – Flooring for playground goes in next week. New lighting on playground goes in this week. Concessions will be open this week.
Fire Department - Included in the agenda packet.
Shelter House - balance $11,416.25. 

Summer help - Motion Klassy/Marten to approve candidate with provision as needed at the rate of $15.75/hour, managed by Tyler and Matt. Bulin opposed. 

Still Willy’s, LCC alcohol license - Background checks clear. Motion Marten/Stoflet to approve license. 

Publish alcohol license in News Herald - Motion Klassy/Marten to authorize the clerk to publish alcohol license renewals.

Music Fest liquor license - Motion Marten/Anderson to approve Music Fest liquor license.
Portable storage container permit fee – Permit fee will stay the same. Looking into creating an ordinance. Klassy will look for examples. Keep on agenda for next month.
Road repairs on Brickle Ave - Slurry surface overlay on the existing road. Estimate around $19,000 that should extend the life of the road 10-12 years. Motion Stoflet/Bulin to proceed with micro surfacing on Brickle Ave.
Salt storage shed - No action at this time.

5-year capital improvement project plan – Will meet May 20th at 7 pm before the joint meeting to talk about 5-year plan. 

Ordinance fee schedule – Review in October/November for January 1st for implementation. No action needed at this time.

Work list projects - Meeting with Wood County regarding roads, spraying for weeds on the roadside, working on getting the park ready, meeting with MSA and Wood County regarding North Road, shouldering to do on Park Ave.
